–  The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) will host a 

hybrid construction open house for resurfacing and operational improvements set to 

begin in early October on I-95 and State Road 16. 

The hybrid construction open house will be held Wednesday, September 29 from 4 to 6 

p.m.

This configuration will eliminate 

left-turning movements from the main intersection and reduced signal cycle times, 

resulting in increased safety and efficiency.
