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Tuesday, September 28: The ramp from Main Street to Zoo Parkway will close at 7
p.m. and reopen by 6 a.m. Wednesday. Northbound Main Street traffic will detour via
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Gun Club Road and Parker Avenue. Southbound Main Street traffic will detour via
Heckscher Drive. (Closure and detour shown in Map 2 below.)
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Wednesday, September 29 and Thursday, September 30: The Zoo Parkway
eastbound ramp to Main Street will close at 7 p.m. and reopen by 6 a.m. the following
mornings. Traffic will detour via Heckscher Drive. (Closure and detour shown in Map 3
below.)
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Digital message boards and signs will be in place to direct drivers through the
respective detours.
