Tuesday, October 24 from 6:30 p.m. to 6 a.m.
Wednesday, October 25 from 9 p.m. to 6 a.m.
Thursday, October 26 from 6:30 p.m. to 6 a.m.

During closures, both vehicular and pedestrian traffic will be detoured to the Acosta Bridge.
Signs will direct traffic through the detour. Boaters will not be impacted by the closures.
