— As part of FDOT’s I-10/1-95 Operational Improvements project,
multiple overnight detours are scheduled for tonight, Friday, February 5 and tomorrow
night, Saturday, February 6 for bridge construction activities, weather and unforeseen
circumstances permitting.

[-10 East Exit to Stockton Street: Tonight and tomorrow night from 10 p.m. to 6 a.m.,
motorists on 1-10 east who wish to take the Stockton Street exit will be detoured at the
McDuff Avenue exit, turn left on McDuff Avenue and turn right on Edison Avenue to
connect with Stockton Street. (See map below)

Stockton Street On Ramp at 1-10: Tonight and tomorrow night from 8 p.m. to 6 a.m.,
motorists using Stockton Street to connect to 1-10 east will be detoured north on
Stockton Street, right on Edison Avenue and right on Forest Street to connect with 1-95
north. Motorists who wish to take 1-95 south will continue on Forest Street and turn right
on Park Street to connect with 1-95 south. (See map below)

Roosevelt Boulevard: Tonight and tomorrow night from 11 p.m. to 6 a.m., motorists on
northbound Roosevelt Boulevard (U.S. 17) who wish to connect with 1-10/1-95 will be
detoured left on McDuff Avenue, right on Edison Avenue and right on Forest Street to
connect with 1-95 north. Motorists who wish to take 1-95 south will continue on Forest
Street and turn right on Park Street to connect with 1-95 south. (See map below)
