e U.S. 17 closed: Northbound drivers will detour to Busch Drive to 1-95 north and
take Airport Road to reconnect with U.S. 17. Southbound drivers will detour to
Airport Road to 1-95 South and take Busch Drive to reconnect with U.S. 17.

e |-295 West closed: Drivers will detour to U.S. 17 to Airport Road and take 1-95
South to reconnect with 1-295 West.

e |-95 North to 1-295 West exit closed: Drivers will detour to Airport Road and
take 1-95 South to connect with 1-295 West.

Closures scheduled Sunday, March 24 and Monday, March 25 from 10 p.m. to 5 a.m.
the following morning:
e |-295 East to 1-95 North exit closed: Drivers will detour to U.S. 17 and take
Airport Road to connect with 1-95 North.
e 1-95 North to 1-295 East exit closed: Drivers will detour to Busch Drive and take
U.S. 17 to connect with 1-295 East.
e |-295 East to U.S. 17 exit closed: Drivers will detour to Pulaski Road and take |-
295 West to connect with U.S. 17.
e |-295 East closed: Drivers to 1-95 South to Busch Drive and take 1-95 North to
reconnect with 1-295 West.
