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Sandridge Road to Close Overnight October 14 for Bridge Deck Work

CLAY COUNTY, Fla. — An overnight closure of Sandridge Road at the future First
Coast Expressway overpass is scheduled for Thursday, October 14. The roadway will
close 9 p.m. and reopen by 5 a.m. Friday, October 15 for removal of outside forms and

supports for the recently-poured concrete bridge decks over Sandridge Road. Access
will remain available for residents and local traffic.

During the closure, motorists will be detoured via Henley Road and Russell Road as
shown in the map below.
