Road to Duval Road Saturday, April 18 from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m. 

 

Daytime lane closures: 

Interstate 95: None at this time. 

State Road 200:  

• The eastbound left lane of State Road 200 from David Hallman Parkway to Arrigo Boulevard is 

expected to be closed Saturday, April 18 from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m. 

Nighttime lane closures: 

Interstate 95: None at this time. 

State Road 200:  

• The eastbound right lane of State Road 200 from Arrigo Boulevard to Barnwell Road is expected 

to be closed Tuesday, April 21 and Wednesday, April 22 from 7:30 p.m. to 6 a.m. 
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
