Road is expected to be closed Tuesday, January 19 from 9 p.m. to 5 a.m.

e The westbound right lane of State Road 200 from O’Neill Scott Road to Barnwell
Road is expected to be closed Wednesday, January 20 from 9 p.m. to 5 a.m.

e The westbound right lane of State Road 200 rom Flora Parke Boulevard to
Chester Road is expected to be closed Thursday, January 21 and Friday,
January 22 from 9 p.m. to 5 a.m.
