• Reconfiguring the I-95/Emerson Street Interchange

• Resurfacing of Emerson Street from U.S. 1 to Spring Park Road (FIN 445343-1)

Project Start: August 2023

Estimated Completion: Spring 2028

Project Cost: $247 million

Project Improvements

• Reconstructing I-95 southbound and I-95 northbound for a total of 5 

travel lanes in each direction

• Reconfiguring the interchange at Emerson Street as a Median U-Turn 

(MUT) interchange

• Raising the profile of I-95 to improve sight distance

• Replacing the bridges over Emerson Street and San Diego Road

• Resurfacing Emerson Street from U.S. 1 to Spring Park Road (FIN 

445343-1)



Additional Improvements

• Installing drainage improvements along I-95

• Constructing additional retention ponds

• Replacing all lighting along I-95

• Replacing all Intelligent Transportation Systems (ITS) components

• Replacing overhead signage

• Updating traffic signals

• Adding and replacing sound walls

• Constructing cul-de-sacs at several locations

• Relocating utilities



Community Impacts

Construction activities will take place during daytime and nighttime 

hours. Pile driving will generally be scheduled for daylight hours and lane 

closures and detours will generally be scheduled for nighttime/off-peak 

hours.

At a January 2022 public hearing, the Florida Department of 

Transportation (FDOT) presented a Diverging Diamond Interchange (DDI) 

concept at I-95 and Emerson Street. The project team now proposes a 

Median U-Turn (MUT) concept as the build alternative at this interchange.
